	Spring Program
	Suggested topic related to working with returning adults.  UW has begun an Adult Student Initiative to recruit adults.  Activities include a mailing to over 11,000 adults who started working toward bachelor’s degrees in the past and stopped.  Counselors have been hired to concentrate on working with students in three areas of the state – Waukesha, Fox Valley and Wausau.  Services would include WISCareers access.
It is hoped this topic will encourage attendance of UW two-year counselors and their participation in WCDA.
Moira spoke with Kris McGrew from UW Extension and Leaning Innovations Dept. at the Careers Conference. Kris would, depending on the topic, be willing to present or could suggest speakers.  

Laura would be willing to share her experiences as a returning adult.

Career Clusters and the WI Comprehensive Counseling Model are initiatives being implemented soon which may be of interest and possible workshop topics.  
Barb Bitters spoke with Scott Solberg regarding possibly presenting on the topic of cultural diversity.  He and/or his wife would be willing to speak, but this spring would not work for them.

Providing formal networking time at the PD was suggested as a way to provide members opportunities for renewal.
